YEAR-END AWARDS

SLADS RECOGNIZED SHOW YEAR-END AWARDS

General Requirements: 

[Applicable to all categories in addition to any specific rules or exclusions in each section] 

a. SLADS dues must be paid before any scores will be accrued.  Scores earned before dues are paid will not count towards awards.  

b. All current members of SLADS and their horse(s) listed on the SLADS Membership form are eligible for awards.  Additional horses may be added at any time during the competition season.  Scores earned before a horse is added will not count towards awards.

c. Competition season is from December 1 of the previous year through November 30 of the current year.  This is the same as the USEF competition year.  
d. SLADS score correction is from July 1 till December 10 of the competition season.  Score discrepancies can be emailed to Awards_Points@SLADS.org.  Include the date of the show, name of the rider and horse, level and test ridden, and score earned.  

e. Competitions must be open to all members of SLADS.  Breed shows or shows that are otherwise restricted cannot be recognized by SLADS.

f. The list of SLADS recognized shows must be posted on the SLADS website and published in the SLADS newsletter by March 1 each year.  Only scores received from these shows will count towards awards.

g. To propose a show be added to the list of SLADS recognized shows, it must be presented to the Awards Committee and approved by the SLADS BOD.

h. A score is defined as the score tabulated and posted by the Show Secretary.  Scores cannot be submitted by competitors.

i. Scores from the SLADS recognized shows must be posted on the SLADS website. Riders are responsible for checking their scores on the SLADS website for accuracy and for reporting any discrepancies to Awards_Points@SLADS.org.

j. A work requirement of a full day (8 hours) for SLADS must be fulfilled sometime during the competition season.  The hours must be fulfilled by the rider, the owner, or a “worker” pre-designated as supporting the member at any SLADS sponsored activity or other SLADS designated task.  A pre-designated "worker" must indicate who the hours are for prior to working the hours.

k. Volunteer hours at SLADS shows will be reported by the Volunteer Coordinator. Project hours earned outside of shows will be reported by the SLADS sponsor or Event Coordinator.

l. Awards will be tabulated and determined by the Awards Committee to be presented at the SLADS Annual Awards Banquet.

m. Award rules can only be changed prior to March 1, except in extraordinary circumstances.  

n. The manager or secretary of a SLADS recognized competition may not earn scores towards SLADS awards but may compete Hors de Concours as per USEF rule GR1202 #5.

DRESSAGE RIDER AWARDS
Silver, Gold, Platinum & Professional
Awards are based on an average of percentages earned at each level with minimum score requirements.

Award Categories:


         Silver - Riders have not reached their 21st birthday by the beginning of the competition
          season (December 1).

Gold – Riders have reached their 21st birthday but have not reached their 40th birthday  

          by the beginning of the competition season (December 1).

Platinum - Riders have reached their 40th birthday by the beginning of the competition

                season (December 1).

Professional – Riders of any age who do not hold a current USEF amateur status.
Requirements:

· Must meet all of the General Requirements.

· Rider of the horse must be a SLADS member.

· At least one score from the highest test of the level must be counted in the average.  

· All scores, meeting or exceeding the minimum score requirement, earned by each rider, on one or more horses, per level will be averaged during the competition season.

· Scores may be earned in any class division (Open, Maiden, AA, Jr/YR, Qualifying, Championship when held in St. Louis, etc.).

· Up to six awards at each level (Intro thru FEI) will be presented.  

Requirements per Level: 

INTRO THRU FIRST LEVEL

· Scores of 58% and above will be counted towards this award.

· A minimum of five (5) scores are required from at least two different shows.

SECOND THRU FOURTH LEVEL

· Scores of 55% and above will be counted towards this award.

· A minimum of five (5) scores are required from at least two different shows.

FEI LEVELS (other than Junior/Young Rider), AND FREESTYLE (NATIONAL 1-4 AND 
FEI LEVELS)

· Scores of 55% and above will be counted towards this award.
· A minimum of three (3) scores are required from at least two different shows. 

DRESSAGE HORSE AWARDS
       Dressage Horse of the Year

Requirements:

· Must meet all of the General Requirements.

· Rider and owner of the horse must be SLADS members.

· At least one score from the highest test of the level must be counted in the average.  

· All scores, meeting the minimum score requirement, earned by each horse/rider per level will be averaged during the competition season.

· Scores may be earned in any class division (Open, Maiden, AA, Jr/YR, Qualifying, Championship when held in St. Louis, etc.).

· Up to six awards at each level (Intro thru FEI) will be presented.  

· A horse is eligible at two levels as long as they are consecutive.

Requirements per Level: 

A. INTRO THRU FIRST LEVEL

· Scores of 58% and above will be counted towards this award.
· A minimum of five (5) scores are required from at least two different shows.
· A horse may not win Champion at one level more than twice without a change of rider.

SECOND THRU FOURTH LEVEL

· Scores of 55% and above will be counted towards this award.

· A minimum of three (3) scores are required from at least two different shows. 

· A horse may not win Champion at one level more often than two out of every three years, unless there is a change of rider.    
FEI LEVELS (other than Junior/Young Rider), AND

FREESTYLE (NATIONAL 1-4 AND FEI LEVELS)

· Scores of 55% and above will be counted towards this award.

· A minimum of three (3) scores are required from at least two different shows. 

SPECIAL RECOGNITION DRESSAGE AWARDS

Must meet SLADS General Requirements for Rated Shows

Rules for establishing a SLADS Special Recognition Dressage Award:

Donor must submit the award requirements in writing to the Awards Committee.  Once reviewed, the Awards Committee will present the proposed award to the SLADS BOD for submission into the SLADS Bylaws amendment process.

     Special Recognition Dressage Award requirements are:

· Donor provides the following award criteria.

· Longevity of the award

· Eligibility
· Required award criteria.
· Must meet all of the General Requirements in the SLADS Year End    Awards Program.
· Both the rider(s) and the owner of the horse must be SLADS members.

· Qualifying scores must meet the SLADS minimum score requirements.
· Donor provides the trophy. 
· Donor is responsible for any annual expense.
· Engraving
· Recipient's take home award
· Any additional trophies
      Any annual expenses must be paid by November 30th of each year.     
Suzanne Brown Memorial Trophy

· Must meet all of the General Requirements.

· While this award is based on the horse, both the rider(s) and the owner of the horse must be SLADS members.

· This trophy is presented annually at First Level in memory of SLADS member, Suzanne Brown.  It is awarded to the First Level horse with the highest average score.
· This trophy is awarded for one year.  It may be won multiple times by the same horse.  The trophy may not be retired.

· All First Level scores of 58% and above, earned by each horse during the competition season, will be averaged for this award.
· If a horse is ridden by multiple riders, all of the riders' scores, meeting the above requirements, are included in calculating the horse's average score.

Night Wind Farm “Tootsie” Memorial Trophy

· Must meet all of the General Requirements.

· While this award is based on the horse, both the rider(s) and the owner of the horse must be SLADS members.

· This trophy is presented annually at Training Level in memory of Night Wind Farm’s Imperfections (aka Tootsie).  It is awarded to the Training Level horse with the highest average score of 63% or higher.

· This trophy is awarded for one year.  It may be won multiple times by the same horse.  The trophy may not be retired.

· All Training Level scores of 58% and above, earned by each horse during the competition season, will be averaged for this award.
· Scores from ALL classes, except Maiden, will count towards this award.

· If a horse is ridden by multiple riders, all of the riders' scores, meeting the above requirements, are included in calculating the horse's average score.
“Borneo” Memorial Trophy

· Must meet all of the General Requirements.

· While this award is based on the horse, both the rider(s) and the owner of the horse must be SLADS members.

             This trophy is presented annually in memory of Night Wind Farm’s founding stallion, Borneo, who proved himself on the track and in the breeding shed producing exceptional athletes.  It is awarded to the Thoroughbred horse with the highest average score of 60% or higher.

             Jockey Club Papers, Performance Horse Registration, or foaling certificates ARE required to validate eligibility. 
             This trophy is awarded for one year.  A horse may only win this award twice at the same level.  The trophy may not be retired. 

· All scores that meet the minimum percentage for the level, earned by each horse during the competition season, will be averaged for this award.
· Results from ALL classes except Maiden, Young Horse Classes, In Hand, Materiale, Developing Horse, and HC will count towards this award. 
· If a horse is ridden by multiple riders, all of the riders' scores are included in calculating the horse's average score.
SLADS SCHOOLING SHOW RIDER YEAR-END AWARDS

General Requirements: 

a. SLADS dues must be paid before any scores will be accrued.  Scores earned before dues are paid will not count towards awards.  

b. All current members of SLADS and their horse(s) listed on the SLADS Membership form are eligible for awards.  Additional horses may be added at any time during the competition season.  Scores earned before a horse is added will not count towards awards.

c. Competition season is from December 1 of the previous year through November 30 of the current year.  This is the same as the USEF competition year.  
d. SLADS score correction is from July 1 till December 10 of the competition season.
e. A work requirement of a half day (4 hours) for SLADS must be fulfilled sometime during the competition season.  The hours must be fulfilled by the rider, the owner, or a “worker” pre-designated as supporting the member at any SLADS sponsored activity or other SLADS designated task.  A pre-designated "worker" must indicate who the hours are for prior to working the hours.

f. Volunteer hours at SLADS schooling shows will be reported to the Volunteer Coordinator by the Chair of the Education Committee.

g. Rider Awards will be tabulated and determined by the Awards Committee to be presented at the SLADS Annual Awards Banquet.  There will not be any Horse Awards for schooling shows.

h. Award rules can only be changed prior to the first schooling show, except in extraordinary circumstances.  
Award Categories:

a.  Up to three awards may be given at each level.

Requirements:

· Must meet all of the General Requirements.

· Rider of the horse must be a SLADS member.

· All scores earned by each rider, on one or more horses, per Award Category will be averaged during the competition season.

· One Champion award will be presented per Award Category (total of 8 awards).

· A rider may only receive one SLADS schooling show award per competition season.  If a rider is eligible for more than one award, then the award at the highest level is received.

· If a rider is eligible to receive a SLADS Recognized Show Award, the rider becomes ineligible for a SLADS Schooling Show Award for the same competition season.

Requirements per Level: 

B. INTRO THRU FIRST LEVEL

· An average score of 55% and above will be required to qualify for an award at these levels.

· A minimum of four (4) scores are required from at least two different shows.
SECOND LEVEL AND ABOVE

· An average score of 55% and above will be required to qualify for an award at these levels.

· A minimum of two (2) scores are required from at least two different shows.
EVENTING HORSE AWARDS 

Must meet SLADS General Requirements for Rated Shows




          Eventing Horse of the Year

· Six awards at each level [Intro through Preliminary] may be presented. 

· All scores must be submitted and postmarked no later than December 10th of the award year.

· *A horse is eligible at two (2) division levels so long as they are consecutive*

AWARD CATEGORIES:

Intro Division:  Any class or division where the jumping test(s) do not fulfill the USEA definition for Novice Level or the SLADS definition for Beginner Novice Division Level [defined below].  The Intro Level will include divisions with jumps up to 2 feet (2’) in height.  There will be no discrimination based on age, professional status, horse’s status or any other classification, except maiden in the Intro Level.

Beginner Novice Division:  Any class or division where the jumping test(s) do not fulfill the USEA definition for the Novice Level but exceed the SLADS definition for the Intro Level [defined above].  The Beginner Novice Level will include divisions with jumps exceeding two feet (2’) up to and including two feet nine inches (2’9”) in height.  There will be no discrimination based on age, professional status, horse’s status or any other classification, except maiden in the Beginner Novice Level.  Beginner Novice divisions at a horse trial fall into this award category.

Novice Division:  Any class or division where the jumping test(s) meet the USEA definition for the Novice Level [maximum height of two feet eleven inches (2’11”)].  All divisions, including Championship, Novice Horse, Novice Rider, Senior Rider, Junior Rider, Restricted Novice and Open Novice will count.

Training Division:  Any class or division where the jumping test(s) meet the USEA definition for the Training Level [maximum height three foot, three inches (3’3”)].  All divisions, including Championship, Training Horse, Training Rider, Senior Rider, Junior Rider, Restricted Training and Open Training will count.

Preliminary Division:  Any class or division where the jumping test(s) meet the USEA definition for the Preliminary Level [maximum height three foot, seven inches (3’7”)].  All divisions, including Championship, Preliminary Horse, Preliminary Rider, Senior Preliminary, Junior/Young Rider Preliminary, Restricted Preliminary and Open Preliminary will count.

Intermediate Division:  Any class or division where the jumping test(s) meet the USEA definition for the Intermediate Level [maximum height three foot, nine inches (3’9”)].  All divisions, including Championship, Intermediate Horse, Intermediate Rider, Senior Intermediate, Junior/Young Rider Intermediate, Restricted Intermediate and Open Intermediate will count.

Requirements:

· Competitors must follow current USEF/USEA rules [dress code may be waived].  When a non-USEF licensed judge is used, fewer points will be awarded in accordance with the following table.  The dressage tests required and jump size for each level must coincide with those in the USEA rule book [exception: Intro and Beginner Novice since there are no USEA rules specific to these divisions].

· Points will be awarded for scores earned during the competition season accompanied by a signed validation form which are sent to the Eventing Awards Chairperson for consideration by the awards cut-off date.

· Competitors will select a minimum of two (2) and a maximum of ten (10) competition scores from the competition year to count toward any award. The dressage test and a validation form must accompany the final score and placing from each competition. 

· Minimum of 11 points required to win an award

Requirements per Division:

Intro Division: Horses must complete at least one three phase competition [Horse Trials] to be eligible for any award.
Beginner Novice, Novice, Training, & Preliminary Divisions: Horses must complete at least two three phase competition [Horse Trials] to be eligible for any award. The horse need not place at the Horse Trials, but the final score and dressage test must be submitted with verification form as proof of completion.

The following table will be used to determine points earned at each competition.  Points earned at each competition will be added together and the horse with highest point total at the end of the year will be Champion if the minimum score requirement is achieved. The horse with the second highest point total will be Reserve Champion if the minimum score requirement is achieved, and so forth. Points for are earned when the horse does not place in a division but successfully all of the phases at the competition without elimination.

· More than 15 starters, add 2 additional points for all placings through 10th.

Eligibility:

Intro through Novice:  One horse may not win the Level Championship twice unless there is a change of rider.

Training through Intermediate:  One horse may not win the Level Championship more often than two (2) out of every three (3) years beginning with the first year the horse wins the Championship without a change of rider.
