Horse Show Committee Meeting Minutes
7/26/10

Meeting was called to order at 6:45PM. Present were Judy Halter, Leslie Burket, Sandi Lewis, Lori Kirby, Trish Dalton, Judy Simms and
Sally Waite.

First order of business was the stamping of the 255 postcards Trish had printed notifying members and exhibitors of the Regional
Championship prize list on the SLADS website. The committee affixed stamps on the postcards as we conducted other business. The
cards looked great and we thanked Trish.

Trish then reported on the judges’ platforms. Her friend Al Crowder has priced out the materials needed for the 2 platforms at $180. He
will proceed with the construction.

We next discussed the tee shirts for volunteers. After much discussion the committee decided to go with the large SLADS logo with
“Regional 1V Championships” and 2010 printed beneath the logo. This will be a large imprint on the back of the tees. On the front over
the left pocket area we’ll use the Regional Championship Ribbon logo together with the Susan Komen logo. We will order 200 shirts, half
black with pink print and half pink with black print. We will order most of the shirts in medium and large with a few smalls, XLs and
XXls. We are waiting for word from Novus about their printing the shirts at no cost. We also have a $500 tee shirt sponsor, SVF Water, to
cover the cost of the shirts if Novus doesn’t take a sponsorship. We will need to put Novus and/or SVF Water on the shirts in recognition
of their sponsorships.

We spent a lot of time on exhibitor packets. Sandi told us that Great American Insurance will provide pens and lapel pins for the champi-
onship entries. We (SLADS) can purchase small items from Susan Komen to put in all the packets. Judy Simms and Sandi have contacted
Holiday Inn to see if they will donate items for the packets. The Awards committee will purchase SLADS notepads for all the packets and
Sally is working with Manna Pro who has given us small bags of horse treats for each packet. We also discussed purchasing tote bags to
put everything in as keepsakes for the exhibitors. Trish will look into pricing, etc., on the bags. In addition, we hope to put Donetelli cou-
pons and free drink tickets (for the exhibitor party) in the bags. Lori suggested that we find “people” treats as well as horse treats for the
bags. She has an idea about small trail mix bags she can purchases from Sam’s for about $.25 each and Trish also has an idea about small
treats from Planter’s. Judy Simms will contact HOC to see if they will provide 10% off coupons.

SVF water also has volunteered to provide water but the committee decided that the water donation would be better used in the warm up
rings as exhibitors exit. We can have water in coolers to give to them as they leave the arenas.

We will also look into providing gifts for the Perfect Entries basket. Lori will contact the Tack Truck; Sally the Golden Horseshoe. We
talked about a combination pen/screwdriver for the basket and that became an item for the exhibitor packets as well. The price for the
gifts should be around $1-2 and we need quite a few as more and more folks are preparing perfect entries.

We had a short discussion about vendors. Jerry’s Harness Shop is coming and so is Cookie Stude. We asked that everyone think of who
we can contact to be sure we fill the vendor area.

Lori reported on hospitality and decorations. She suggested pasta for the first party and a Mexican flavor buffet for the second night.

She was thinking of a buffet with fresh veggies etc, to put into tacos or taco salads. She will be meeting the Liz Landis to go over the
menus and prices this Wed. She will also ask Liz about drink prices for the open bar. Lori has spoken with Weinhardt about renting 8
tables for the VIP area, with pink/fuchsia cloths. She said that Ed had mentioned he knows a wholesale florist who can get us the mums
for use in decorating the rings, tables and photo area. We talked about decorating the rings in arena A & B: we’ll put plants at C-
H=M=F-K in both Championship arenas. We need flowers as well as the mini hay bales that Sarah spoke of for the photo area. Lori also
asked about arranging for a special place to put the judges and other officials at the party. Ed at Weinhardt suggested china and silver for
the judges’ area. We thought about putting them upstairs—we will have between 9-15 VIPs to serve up there. We’ll need 2 large tables,
linen, china and silver.

We then discussed the awards. After we talked about
the storage of the awards and the logistics of getting
them from Farmington up to Lake St. Louis, Sally
offered to let us use her house to store the awards.

Major Changes Coming to SLADS By-Laws

I| The By-Laws Committee has been working feverishly to review and update the SLADS by-laws over the last six months. Many of
these changes are needed to stay current with State and Federal requirements for not-for-profit organizations and others have been

|| suggested to give clarity to the mission of SLADS, responsibilities of the Board and committees and greater involvement of the
general membership.

I| One of the greatest changes is the inclusion of a Standing Rules document. As the by-laws stand now, there are no set procedures
and/or protocol for the Board to follow in certain situations. For example, over the years the Board has made several changes to the by-

I laws. At times these changes were never made to the document that has been distributed to the board and membership or been shown
on the SLADS website. Now, with the Standing Rules, we have a specific procedure to insure these changes are made to the document.

Another important change is the inclusion of a Conflict of Interest and Whistle Blower Policies. The board and committee feel
confident that the inclusion of these policies will insure that the organization functions with the utmost transparency and impartiality.
I| In addition, these changes place SLADS in compliance with new IRS regulations. A review of these policies was included in the

May issue of the newsletter which is available on the SLADS website.
Two other changes that will be discussed at the August 9" meeting are below.
I| 1. Under discussion is a possible change to Quorum rule. Quorum Verbiage:
