Sherri Johnson 





February 7, 1944 – December 25, 2008





For many of us in the Southeastern part of Missouri, Sherri Johnson was our first glimpse of dressage.  Sherri has a long list of riders who started their dressage careers learning the basics from her.  All of us mourn her passing on Christmas Eve.  She leaves her daughter, two grandchildren, a sister, and a brother, and last, but not least, a whole lot of friends.  Many of us in SLADS remember Sherri as one of the founders of our club some 35 years ago.  She and small group of friends organized schooling shows, clinics and seminars for any and all who wanted to attend.  They wrote our by-laws and nurtured the club for many years.  





My introduction to Sherri was when I kept my Arabian stallion at a training barn in Farmington.  Sherri came in one day and asked if I would like to learn how to ride.  Imagine my chagrin—I thought I knew how to ride!  But Sherri got us on our horses and had us riding around the indoor at a walk talking all the while about our hands, legs and seat.  Pretty soon I was taking lessons from her—“let your hands float, like you would in a swimming pool,”  “keep your heels down,” “open your shoulders,” “that’s a great trot, can you feel it?” “remember, he’s your partner—you dance with him,” “first you whisper, then you ask, then you shout,” –all these are Sherri-isms and all of us who rode with her hear them playing in our heads every time we ride. I’ve known Sherri Johnson since the inception of SLADS.  We rode in many clinics and shows together.  Sherri was the epitome of the consummate horseman—the classical definition of not just the equestrian, rider, groom, caretaker, etc., but a person who always put her horses welfare and wellbeing before her own needs--sometimes at great sacrifice to herself.  Sherri was a pleasure to know and an inspiration to many people, including myself, who in spite of many monumental hurdles in life struggled on courageously. I remember Sherri as a great instructor and wonderful friend.  She always could instill confidence in her riders when they could not find their own.  My most recent memory of Sherri was the following.  Sherri bought a horse named Goofus that she wanted desperately to ride in her very last show.  The leg muscles necessary to round a horse and even stay on a horse were giving up on her.  I would go over to her house for several months and get her new horse going.  I would ride the horse for about 30 minutes and then she would then ride him for about 5-10 minutes which is all she could handle.  The morning of the show was very foggy.  We loaded Goofus and went to the last SLADS schooling show held at Bridlespur.  I rode Goofus in his first class to make sure he was safe.  The second class Sherri said she could ride.  I got Sherri on Goofus and led her to the arena.  Fortunately she was the next to ride.  I called for her while she rode her last class.  She came out with tears of joy in her eyes.  I do not remember what ribbon she won but I do remember she scored higher than me!!!  We went home late that night to more fog.  Sherri had to get out of the truck and lead me across the old bridge on her road because I could not see in front of me.  I told her when she got back into the car I was afraid the police were going to stop me for trying to run over an old crippled lady!  We laughed until we cried!   -- Sandi Lewis

Section 6


	The Board may vote by a two-thirds majority in accordance with Article IV, Section 4 at any duly constituted Board meeting to remove from the Board any Director who has failed to attend Board meetings regularly, or for any other good cause, after due notice has been give to the Director in question.





Section 7


	Retiring Officer(s):  Officer(s) whose term of office has just been completed and have not been re-elected may if desired by the retiree, serve on the Board of Directors for one calendar year commencing the first day of February following the end of their term of office. 





	Directors at Large:  Nominated by the Nominating Committee and elected by the general membership to maintain an odd number of votes on the Board.  The term of office for a Director at Large is one calendar year beginning immediately or on the first day of February after election at an Annual Awards Banquet and continuing for one calendar year.  Directors at Large which are nominated in mid-year due to a vacancy on the Board shall serve out the remaining term of the Director replaced.





Article IV – Meetings


Section 1


	Board of Directors’ Meetings:  Shall be held as deemed necessary, with a minimum of three per year.





Section 2


	Board of Directors’ Meetings:  Notice of all regular or special meetings should be provided each Director at least five days in advance of the meeting by phone or in writing.





Section 3


	Board of Directors’ Meetings:  Each regular member of the Board shall have one vote on any matter voted on at any meeting; with the exception of “Co-Officers” (who share one vote) as defined in Article V, Section 1.


Section 4


	Board of Directors’ Meetings:   No voting action shall be binding unless passed


 by a majority at a meeting where a quorum is present.  A quorum is defined as a sufficient number of board members present, (at least 50% of the Board including at least three officers).  If a quorum is not present, additional votes may be obtained through proxy or telephone vote.





Section 5


	General Membership Meetings:  At a general membership meeting, a quorum of the membership must be present.  A quorum of the membership shall be defined as ten percent (10%) of the current voting members, in addition the Board of Directors (10% of the general membership plus the current number of board of directors).  (Amended 12/15/08)   Each regular member in good standing whether Officer, Co-Officer, or Board Member shall have one vote in any matter brought up at any general meeting where a quorum is present.





Section 6


	Activities involving the general membership shall be held a minimum of six times per year.  A December general membership meeting shall be called at the discretion of the Board of Directors.





Section 7


	The election of the Officers/Directors at Large shall be held at the Annual Awards Banquet in January.  New Officers/Directors shall assume their duties on the first day of February following the election.
