When | reflect on SLADS, | realize the
above quote pretty much covers all the
changes and issues we have been
dealing with these past four months. |
am sure some see these changes as
picking up the wrong lead while others
see them as advancement.

Either way, both have their proper
place and are part of our learning
experiences. Picking up the wrong lead
usually occurs in the beginning of our
training. With good training and a
patient horse, we learn to “ask” or
apply the proper aids and soon learn to
feel whether we are on the proper lead
or not. Of course this takes time and
can be quite frustrating, but we get
there and we are pleased that the
transition from trot to canter becomes
an invisible, smooth transition.

The counter-canter takes more skill and
knowledge. This movement is a valuable
tool for developing balance, strength
and straightness. Many times you are
working against your horse’s comfort
zone and he needs you to be in
command helping him understand that
you have his best interest at heart.
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SLADS membership fees include USDF Group Membership.

Mistakes do happen - even to the best
and most experienced riders. Your
task is to minimize the damage and
focus on the next movement. Focusing
on a mistake will only interfere with
your next movement. | have seen
people try and force certain
movements. Either they or their horse
is just not up to the task and
frustrations build and forward
movement in training is not be
possible.

Enough of this lecture from an
amateur dressage enthusiast! | hope
the above metaphor makes sense to
you though. SLADS has been going
through a lot of changes! Some “upper
level movements” like the changes to
our by-laws and other basic
adjustments like those made to our
2009 Membership Form, both of which
are enclosed in this month’s
newsletter, need your attention.
