For those of us that have lived a good portion of our
lives in the company of horses, a serious amount of
respect comes solely from hard learned experiences. We
couldn’t begin to recount how many times we have gone
from saddle to sand in a split second. We proudly
compare indentations and scars acquired from the
unexpected strike of a hind leg or the “request” for
another sugar cube.

Some of us have been around horses long enough to
have had the opportunity to own or ride many different
horses. Each ride was a new opportunity to learn and
many times what we learned was more about our
capabilities and knowledge rather than the horse itself.
That has been the hardest lesson for me to learn.

I have been fortunate enough to own five horses. Three
of those horses taught me how a false sense of
proficiency is not only dangerous, but humiliating. One
taught me the thrill of riding a true athlete and in the
end, how stoic horses can be. The last one, | learned
that | needed to be honest with myself. Becoming an
Olympic rider was not in the cards as | had dreamt of
when | was ten years of age. | now put more importance
on my safety and sanity rather than how other riders or
judges rate my skill or horse. Being a wife, mother,
grandmother, daughter, sister, friend, equestrian.....to the
best of MY ability.....is what matters most.

I know I will be kicked and dumped and frustrated
again. | also know that I drive to the barn with a smile
on my face each and every day because | was honest
with myself and found a guy that is “as honest as the day

is long.”

Since most Americans don’‘t have a basic riding wardrobe, the stores
would be swamped for jeans, boots, breeches, t-shirts, dozens of pairs of cute boot socks, helmets, and SO MUCH MORE!! Tell
the retailers to get ready. It'll be Christmas all year long!

You see, that’s the secret to jump-starting consumer spending through my stimulus package. People will spend money on their
horses when they won’t spend money on anything else. But, your advisors might say, there’s a catch. Aren’t we paying

the price, in global warming, of the large number of livestock animals we currently have? They produce all that methane! Ah,
Mr. President, here’s the real beauty of this idea. When you introduce the Methane-Assisted Natural Unrefined Renewable
Energy plan (M.A.N.U.R.E.), you'll be a hero for coming up with an alternative, renewable, home-grown source of clean energy.
